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Fund Facts?

The MA Good Neighbor Energy Fund
is available to any Massachusetts
resident who, because of temporary
financial difficulty, cannot meet

a month's energy expense and is not
eligible for state or federal

energy assistance.

Last year, the MA Good Neighbor
Energy Fund helped more than
3,800 families pay an electric, gas
or oil bill.

The goal for the 2006-07 MA Good
Neighbor Energy Fund campaign is
$700,000.

Since 1985, the Fund has raised
more than $13.8 million and
assisted over 66,250 needy families.

Sponsoring gas, electric and ol
companies support their respective
customers' generosity through
various giving programs.

To qualify for assistance from the
MA Good Neighbor Energy Fund,
an applicant's gross household
income must fall between a
specified percent of the Federal
Poverty Income Guidelines.
